On January 1st, 2004 just before 5:30 pm,
Cranberry Township Station 21, Marshall
Township station 185, and Mars Station 18, along
with Cranberry EMS, were dispatched to a possible
structure fire on Briarwood Lane in the Creekwood
plan in Cranberry Township. Shortly after the
initial call was placed to 911, police arrived at the
scene and reported a working residential structure
fire. Heavy smoke and fire was coming from the
rear and the first floor of the structure. At that time

Marshall Township Volunteer Fire Department was formed on January 17th, 1952.
The membership stood at 61 in May of 1952. At that time the motion was made to
purchase the Fire Company’s first truck, a 1938 Ford front mount pump, Type F, from
the Saxonburg Fire Company for $1400.00.
Today, 50 years later, the company now has:

* 2001 Spartan/4 Guys pumper, with a 2000 GPM pump, a 1000 gallon water tank
and a 40 gallon foam tank. It also has an Amkus rescue tool.

* 1998 Spartan/Quality heavy rescue. The company also bought Freddie the Fire Truck
to help educate children on fire prevention.

* 1995 Ford F-350 crew cab pickup truck which was placed into service as a squad.

* 1993 Spartan/Quality pumper with a 2000 GPM pump and a 1000 gallon water tank.

Cranberry Command called for Zelienople Station
22 and Harmony Station 23 for a combined RIT
response.

An extensive defensive attack was made to the
building due to the poor structural integrity of the
first floor. The main beam of the structure started to
move and all crews were evacuated from the
structure. After PAR was called, all teams were
accounted for. Cranberry Command then had
Butler Control notify Economy Station 69 and
Valencia Station 17 for a full response. Callery
Station 19 was called to stand by at their station.
Chief 18 had Middlesex Station 16 stand by at
Mars Station 18 and Chief 17 had Richland Station
241 transfer a unit to Station 17.

Crews remained on scene until shortly before 10:30
pm, mopping up and overhauling the structure.
